Does the submitter receive notification that the
publication has received the submitted manuscript?

Avg Tm Rv-Average Time for Review. How long does it take from the time of submmision
until the submitter knows if the manuscript will be accepted for publication?

Avg Tm Pub-average Time Until Publication. How long does it take from the time a
manuscript is accepted for publication until the article actually appears in print?

Sty Sht-Style Sheet. What style should be used when preparing a manuscript?

Reviews-Does the journal publish reviews of books, teaching materials and/or other mate-
rial?

Payment-Does an author receive payment for an article that is published?
